AICTE and Taiwan join hands to push academic collaboration between the two countries

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All India Council for Technical Education (AICTE) and Taiwan join hands to push academic collaboration between the two countries. The collaboration initiated by the Taipei Economic and Cultural Center in India (TECC) – Education division, will focus on offering international opportunities to Indian students and improving the industry and academic cooperation between India and Taiwan.

AICTE plans to facilitate the association between Indian and Taiwan universities, however, the MoUs will be signed as per their  requirements. 

“IT companies such as TCS, Infosys have been looking for skilled manpower who can be absorbed in the industries, soon after finishing college. Since Taiwan is known for its smart machine and Information and Communications Technologies (ICT) industries, our students will receive proper training and hands-on experience in the new emerging domains such as AI, ML, 3D painting, etc. while studying in the universities in Taiwan,” says Rajive Kumar, adviser, P&AP, AICTE.

“India is the hub of bright students and through faculty-student exchange programmes, and scholarships, we aim to build a strong academic relationship with India which will strengthen the economic and socio-cultural cooperation as well,” says Chung-Kwang Tien, ambassador, TECC, while talking to Education Times.

As of now, about 2,398 Indian students from various technical, as well as non-technical institutes are studying in Taiwan. Of which, 1202 are pursuing bachelors and masters degree programmes, 612 are enrolled in student exchange programmes and 542 are learning Mandarin. These students are trained to meet the demands of the Indian as well as global industries. “We are aiming to provide hands-on experience to the Indian students in the various field so that they can develop machines and software and bring it back to their own country,” says Tien.

“Various Taiwan education centres have also been established in institutes including Indian Institute of Technology Madras (IIT M), Jamia Millia Islamia (JMI), OP Jindal Global University, that offers training in Mandarin courses and in-depth understanding of Chinese culture and history,” he adds.

Apart from this, representatives from various Taiwan universities such as, National Formosa University (NFU), National Chin-Yi University of Technology (NCUT) and Asia University gave an insight on research and cooperative programmes and scholarships that are offered to the Indian 
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
